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Transportation – There is no public transportation.  GRITS has a limited schedule and it is primarily for Medicaid recipients.  There needs to be a network for enhanced assistance from churches, schools, etc.  There are no programs for repair assistance.  Seniors that no longer drive could donate vehicles in exchange for free transportation. 
Housing Opportunities – There is very limited space available and what is available is in disrepair or in unsafe areas.  There is a definite need for financial assistance programs.  Assisted living facilities could be an option for elderly.  Nursing homes and subsidized housing are both full.  There is an increase in homelessness – 116 homeless children in the school system.

Crime and Law Enforcement – Under-age drinking is a big problem.  Poorly staffed law enforcement cannot keep up with the problems of drug abuse and manufacturing.  Grandparents are raising the children of incarcerated parents and feeling the financial burden.  There are some grants available for substance abuse programs.  The drug courts have been successful.  Offenders have provided educational opportunities for youth. 

Higher Wage Opportunities – Even with the perceived success of the industrial park, higher wages is a concern.  Many do not have jobs that offer benefits which lead to health care issues.   There was a great concern for senior employment opportunities.  Seniors that income qualify to work are not being hired.  More public education is needed in this area.  Most seniors do require health insurance and they are dependable.

Emergency Assistance Funding – Many are not seeking help due to the difficulty of the application process.  Seniors’ funds are depleted due to Medicare cuts and they need LIHEAP and weatherization assistance.  Church organizations can’t make up the difference in the shortage of funds available.  Most organizations do not have the funds or the manpower to provide weatherization assistance.  There needs to more education on the topic and perhaps local businesses could get involved...  Schools could be used to reach families that can’t travel across county to fill out applications.

Programming for Children – Transportation issues lead to poor attendance when programming is offered.  Summer schools could piggyback with programs to cut down on costs.  Although there is ample park space, the funding is not available for programming.  An intergenerational day care was proposed where elderly could assist with child programs.
