Independent Contractor's Agreement*

Article 1. Terms of Agreement

Article 2. Services to be Performed by Contractor

2.1. Specific Services. Contractor agrees to:

3.2. Date for Payment of Compensation. For services rendered under this Agreement, Client agrees to pay Contractor the Sum set forth in Section 3.1 of this Agreement,

Contractor will submit to Client a statement of services rendered at the end of each month. Client agrees to pay the amount due to Contractor for services on or before the fifteenth (15th) day of the following month.

Article 4. Obligations of Contractor

4.1. Minimum Amount of Service. Contractor agrees to devote a minimum of __________(____) hours per month to the performance of the above described services. Contractor may represent, perform services for, and be employed by such additional clients, persons, or companies as Contractor, in Contractor's sole discretion, sees fit.

4.2. Hours During Which Services May be Performed. Contractor agrees to perform the above described services on Client's premises during Client's regular business hours or during the hours specified by the Client

4.3. Tools and Instrumentalities. Contractor will supply all tools and instrumentalities required to perform the services under this Agreement

4.4. Workers' Compensation. Contractor agrees to provide workers' compensation insurance for Contractor's employees and agents and agrees to hold harmless and indemnify Client for any and all claims arising out of any injury, disability, or death of any of Contractor's employees or agents.

4.5. Liability Insurance. Contractor agrees to maintain a policy of insurance in the minimum amount of Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000) to cover any negligent acts committed by Contractor or Contractor's employees or agents during the performance of any duties under this Agreement. Contractor further agrees to hold Client free and harmless from any and all claims arising from any such negligent act or omission.

or

Limited Liability. Contractor will not be liable to Client, or to anyone who may claim any right due to a relationship with Client, for any acts or omissions in the performance of services under the terms of this Agreement or on the part of employees or agents of Contractor unless such acts or omissions are due to willful misconduct. Client will indemnify and hold Contractor free and harmless from any obligations. costs, claims, judgments, attorneys' fees, and attachments arising from, growing out of, or in any way connected with the services rendered to Client under the terms of this Agreement, unless Contractor is judged by a court of competent jurisdiction to be guilty of willful misconduct

4,6. Assignment Neither this Agreement nor any duties or obligations under this Agreement may be assigned by Contractor without the prior written consent of Client

Article 5. Obligations of Client

5.1. Cooperation of Client. Client agrees to comply with all reasonable requests of Contractor necessary to the performance of Contractor's duties under this Agreement

5.2. Place of Work. Client agrees to furnish space on Client's premises for use by Contractor while performing the above-described services.

5.3. Assignment Neither this Agreement nor any duties or obligations under this Agreement may be assigned by Client or Contractor without the prior written consent of both parties.

Article 6. Termination of Agreement

6.1. Expiration of Agreement. Unless otherwise terminated as provided herein, this Agreement shall continue in force for a period of ___________months/years/days.

or

until the services provided for herein have been fully and completely performed and shall thereupon terminate unless renewed in writing by both parties.

or

Termination Upon Notice. Notwithstanding any other provisions of this Agreement, either party hereto may terminate this Agreement at any time by giving written notice to the other party. Unless otherwise terminated as provided herein, this Agreement shall continue in force*

6.2. Termination on Occurrence of Stated Events. This Agreement shall terminate automatically on the occurrence of (1) bankruptcy or insolvency of either party; (2) sale of the business of either party; or (3) assignment of this Agreement by either party without the express written consent of the other party.

6.3. Termination by Client for Default of Contractor. Should Contractor default in the performance of this Agreement or materially breach any of its provisions, Client, at Client's option, may terminate this Agreement by giving written notification to Contractor. For the purposes of this paragraph, material breach of this Agreement shall include, but not be limited to,

6.4. Termination by Contractor for Default of Client. 6.5. Termination for Failure to Make Agreed-Upon Payments. Should Client fail to pay Contractor all or any part of the compensation set forth in Paragraphs 3.1 and 3.2 of this Agreement on the due date, Contractor, at Con1ractor's option, may terminate this Agreement if the failure is not remedied by Client within thirty (30) days from the date payment is due.

Article 7. General Provisions
7,1. Notices. Any notices to be given hereunder by either party to the other may be effected either by registered or certified mail, postage prepaid with return receipt requested. Notices shall be addressed to the parties at the addresses appearing in the introductory paragraph of this Agreement, but each party may change that address by written notice in accordance with this paragraph. Mailed notices shall be deemed communicated as of three (3) days after the date of mailing.

7.2. Entire Agreement. This Agreement supersedes any and all agreements, either oral or in writing, between the parties hereto with respect to the rendering of services by Con1ractor for Client, and contains all of the covenants and agreements between the parties with respect to the rendering of such services in any manner whatsoever. Each party to this Agreement acknowledges that no representations, inducements, promises, or agreements, orally or  otherwise, have been made by any party, or anyone acting on behalf of any parties, which are not embodied herein, and that no other agreement, statement, or promise not contained in this Agreement shall be valid or binding. Any modification of this Agreement will be effective only if it is in writing signed by both parties.

7.3. Partial Invalidity. If for any reason any provision of this Agreement is held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid. void. or unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall nevertheless continue in :full force without being impaired or invalidated in any way.

7.4. Arbitration. Any controversy or claim arising out of or relating to this Agreement or the breach thereof will be settled by arbitration in accordance with the rules of the American Arbitration Association, and judgment upon the award rendered by the arbitrator(s) may be entered in any court having jurisdiction thereof

[OPTIONAL DAMAGES CLAUSE]

7.5. Liquidated Damages. It is agreed that in the event of any material breach of this Agreement by Contractor, it would be impracticable or extremely difficult to fix the actual damages and. therefore, Contractor will pay to Client as liquidated damages and not as a penalty, the sum of _____________________Dollars ($_______________ ) which represents a reasonable compensation for the loss incurred because of the breach.

7.7. Attorneys' Fees. If any action at law or in equity, including an action for declaratory relief, is brought to enforce or interpret the terms of this Agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to any incurred damages including reasonable attorneys' fees, which may be set by the court in the same action or in a separate action brought for that purpose, in addition to any other relief to which that party may be entitled.

7.8. Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.
