J.   MCLEAN COUNTY

1.   BRIEF HISTORY
McLean County is the 103rd county in order of formation.  It was named after Alney McLean, a veteran of the War of 1812, state representative and congressman.  The county’s varied history includes Indian attacks on the first settlers, who retreated to caves they dug in the hillside near present-day Calhoun; riverboat traffic on the Green River; several Civil War conflicts; and the dubious honor of being the home of the first United States casualty during World War I.  The county seat is Calhoun.

Although predominantly agricultural, the county’s economic base includes manufacturing.

McLean County’s 256 square miles are at the heart of the Western Coal Field Region.   The county is bordered by Daviess, Ohio, Muhlenberg, Hopkins, Webster, and Henderson counties.  The Green River forms a portion of the eastern border and dissects the county.

c.  Households and Families

There are 3,984 households in McLean County, out of which 72.3% are family households.  The average household size is 2.47, and the average family size is 2.93.  At least 32.3% of the total households have children less than 18 years of age.   The rate of married couple family households is 60.0%, with 25% having own children less than 18 years of age. The total female householder with no husband present is 8.7%, with 5.2% having own children less than 18 years of age.  The total single father householder is 2.1% with own children under 18 years of age. At least 351% of the total households have individuals under the age of 18 years. 1. Live Births

As shown in the graph below, the lowest number of live births was in both 1994 and 1995 at 98.  The highest number was in 2000 at 155. 
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2. Teen Birth Rate

The teen birth rate is the number of live births per 1000 females in the teenage group.  The teen birth rate in McLean County decrease from 1992 – 1996.  The rate went up in 1997-1998, with the highest rate in 1992 at 37.3%. The lowest rate was 24.8% in 1996.  McLean County was ranked 51st statewide for births by 15-17 years olds from 1987-1991.  The lower rank indicates better, and the higher rank indicates worse.    During this time period, this county ranked 4th for repeated births by 15-19 year olds.  From 1997-2001, this county ranked 109th  in teen births by 15-17 years olds and repeated births for 15-19 year olds ranked number 40 in the state.   The graph below shows the rate of decreases and increases. 
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3. Low Birth Weight

The low birth weight is defined as infants weighing less than 5.5 pounds (2500 grams) at birth.  The low birth rate in McLean County was the lowest at 4.3% in 1990. It continued to increase from 1990 – 1998, with the highest rate at 10.3% in both 1997 and 1998.
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4. Unwed Mothers

The unwed mothers are mothers who were unmarried at the time of the infant’s birth. The birth trends chart shows an increase of 17.0% to 21.2% of unwed mothers from 1990 to 1995 for McLean County. The rate decreased to 20.1% in 1996 and increased the next two years through 1998, to 23.9%.  From 1987-1991, McLean County had 16% of unwed mothers, and ranked 23rd statewide.  From 1997-2001, this county was at 25% of unwed mothers and ranked 33rd statewide.  
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5. High School Dropout Mothers

The graph below shows the high school dropout rate pattern from 1990-1998.  The highest rate was in 1992 at 23.5%, and the lowest rate was in 1996 at 17.6%.

6. Prenatal Care

Statistics reported in the 2003 KIDS COUNT Data Book showed McLean County ranked 55th statewide from 1987-1991 for prenatal care in the 1st trimester, with 76% prenatal visits made by pregnant women.   The percentage of prenatal visits made from 1997-2001 was 90%, which ranked this county 15th statewide.  An estimated 75% made ten or more prenatal visits from 1987-1991, putting the county rank at 66.   From 1997-2001 this county ranked 73rd, with 79% in the ten or more prenatal visits made category.
    e.    Safety
The chart below shows the death rate from infant through the teen years.   As shown in the chart, there were more infant deaths in McLean for the nine year time period than child and teen violent deaths. The teen violent deaths are deaths classified by accidents, homicides, and suicides.

  f.   Children with Disabilities
The 2000 Census reported 205 civilians in McLean County between the ages of 5-20 with a disability.  This is 9.7% of the total population of 2,117 in this age group.  The 2003 KIDS COUNT Data Book reported 30 public school preschoolers in this county who are disabled. The McLean County Public School System provides services to children who are disabled or developmentally delayed.
5.   Economic Indicators


 a.   Income
The 1990 median income for McLean County families with children was reported in the 2003 Kentucky KIDS County Data Book as $27,016 which placed this county 46th in rank statewide.   The median income for families with children increased to $34,960 in 2000. With this income increase, the county held the rank of 64th statewide. Married couples with children earned a median income of $40,799 in 2000.  The single mother median income was $13,929.  The single father’s median income was 23,438.   In 1990, the rate of children with no parents working was 9% and ranked 37th in the state.  The rate increased to 9% in 2000, with a rank of 34th statewide.


 b.   Poverty
The 2000 Census and the 2003 Kentucky KIDS Count Data provides information about people and children who are below poverty.  The child poverty rate in McLean County in 1990 was 26% and ranked 55th in the state.  The rate decreased in 2000 to 21%, which slightly improved the rank to 53rd in the state.  The following chart shows a breakdown of the number and percentage or families with related children living below poverty as reported in the 2000 Census Data.

2. Medicaid/KCHIP 

Children under age 19 are eligible for enrollment in the Kentucky Child Health Insurance Program (KCHIP).  KCHIP is a federal and state funded program that provides health insurance to children (ages 0-19) in families that earn too much to be eligible for Medicaid or do not receive health insurance for dependents through an employer. The under 18 year old Medicaid recipients are children who are eligible for TANF (Temporary Assistance for Needy Families).  These children may or may not receive the cash benefit through TANF.  When they are only receiving the Medicaid, it is due to parents earning just enough money to make them ineligible for the cash benefit but eligible for the Medicaid portion.  If the total number of children under 18 years old, who are receiving Medicaid are spread evenly by each age, McLean County would have an estimate of 154 children under age six receiving Medicaid in 1999.  The total estimate for children under age six receiving Medicaid in 2003 would be 254.   This assumption could apply also for KCHIP.  The under 6 year old age group receiving KCHIP in 2000 could be estimated at 90 recipients, and in 2003 the estimated number could be 66. 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2.  Reading, Math and Writing Proficiency
The national norm referenced test used in Kentucky, the Comprehensive Test of Basic Skills (CTBS/5), measures the basic skills of students while allowing the school to compare their performance with national benchmarks established in 1996.  The scores are reported in percentiles.  A percentile shows the percentage of students who fell below a particular score on the test.  For example, a percentile of 60 would show that the average student in the McLean County Schools scored equal to or better than 60% of all students who took the test.  b.    Housing
The 2000 Census reports 3,199 or 80.3% owner-occupied housing units in McLean County, out of the total occupied housing units of 3,984.  The estimated total renter-occupied housing units reported were 785 or 19.7%.  

At least 39.7% of the owner-occupied housing units have an estimated value less than $50,000. The highest rate of 45.7% is in the value range of $50,000-$99,999.  The lowest rate is 0.4% for homes valued at $500,000 to $999,999.  The mortgage payments range from less than $300 -$2,000 or more.  Approximately 2.3% has a mortgage payment less than $300.  At least 12.5% homeowners have a mortgage payment of $300-$499.  The highest rate of 16.8% has a mortgage payment from $500 - $699.  The next highest rate is 13.1% with mortgage payments ranging from $700 - $999. The rate of homeowners with $2,000 or more mortgage payment is 0.2%.  

The highest rate of any renter’s category is 37.7%, which is in the payment category of $300-$499.  The next highest rate is 18.3% in the $200 - $299 rent category.  Only 17.3% of renters pay less than $200 in rent.  The lowest rate of renters paying $1000 - $1,499 is 0.7%. 

             c.    Utilities

Water/Sewer – The U.S. Census 2000 reported approximately 39 or 1.0% households in McLean County are lacking complete plumbing facilities and 20 or 0.5% are lacking complete kitchen facilities.

Electric – The 2000 Census reported 1,647 or 41.3% households use electric for heating
Gas - The 2000 Census reported an estimated 747 or 19.0% households use utility gas for house heating fuel.   

Other House Heating Fuel - At least 19.0% use bottled, tank, or LP gas; 1.1% use fuel oil and kerosene; 0.3% use coal or coke; 3.7% use wood.

Telephone Service – The 2000 Census reported 269 or 6.8% households with no telephone service.
