Minutes





The Audubon Area Head Start Policy Council met at the Country Cupboard Restaurant in Madisonville on February 1, 2000.  Sonjanita Granger, Chairperson, called the meeting to order at 10:45 a.m.   Catherine Stallings made a motion to dispense with roll. Gayle McLeod seconded the motion; motion carried.  A quorum was present to conduct business.





Approval of Minutes:


Liz Renfrow made a motion to approve the minutes. Beth Lindsey seconded the motion; motion carried.





Approval of Agenda:


The agenda was amended under New Business to include discussion of the NHSA and KHSA conferences and time was added to the end of the agenda for door prizes.  Catherine Stallings made a motion to accept the revised agenda. Hollie Corley seconded the motion; motion carried.





Old Business:


Aubrey Nehring reviewed the handouts regarding the Family Child Care program.  The “Family Child Care Provider Contract” and a “Listing of Family Child Care Providers” were distributed.  Aubrey reviewed the selection process for Family Child Care Providers and explained the services required of Family Child Care providers, as well as the rates at which Head Start will reimburse the FCC providers.  There will be ten slots fully funded by the Cabinet of Human Resources, therefore, Audubon Area Head Start will be reimbursing FCC providers the full rate for those children.  Providers attending AAHS training will receive $12.50 per hour for that training.  AAHS will also reimburse FCC providers for the cost of additional liability insurance required by Head Start.  Family Advocates employed by AAHS will be working with families of children enrolled in the FCC program.  This report was filed for the record.








Committee Reports:


Personnel Committee: 


Jennifer Hatcher, Chairperson of the Committee made a motion to accept the report.  Motion seconded by Liz Renfrow; motion carried.





Recruitment and Selection Committee:


	Catherine Stallings made a motion to accept the report.  Motion seconded by Sheila Brame; motion carried.





New Business:


Tami Canter-Powell reviewed the Recruitment Process and distributed an outline of the process and sample flyers.  Report was filed for the record.





Aubrey Nehring reviewed the Budget Process.  Within 90 days before the end of the funding year, AAHS must submit a grant to the Regional Office for the following year.  Aubrey explained the forms submitted with the grant.  He reviewed the sources of program income and In-Kind requirements for both Head Start and Early Head Start.  Aubrey then explained how to read and understand the Policy Council Financial Report which Policy Council members will be receiving on a monthly basis.  Report was filed for the record.





Aubrey reviewed briefly the ACF memo regarding instructions for submitting a funding proposal for Head Start expansion moneys.  Aubrey explained the importance of the Finance Committee’s input into this process.  The funding proposal will be discussed with the Finance Committee next month.  Final decisions on how to spend the additional funds will be made at that time.  An increase for Cost-of-Living Allowance, quality improvement, increasing enrollment slots, and improving Training and Technical Assistance will be discussed.  This meeting will be held on February 22, 2000, from 12:00 to 2:00 p.m. at the AACS Central Office in Owensboro.  Lunch will be provided.  All Policy Council members are invited to attend this meeting.  This committee, after coming to a consensus, will recommend to the Policy Council that the proposal be approved for submission to the Regional Office.  Report filed for the record.





The National Head Start Association Conference will be held in Washington, D.C. the week of April 26-29, 2000.  All Policy Council officers are eligible to attend.





The Kentucky Head Start Association Conference will be held in Louisville, KY April 18-20, 2000.  Policy Council members with perfect attendance will be eligible to attend at the agency’s expense.  Information will be forwarded to the Local Area Managers from the Central Office.





The drawing for door prizes was conducted.





Directors and Local Area Manager Reports:


The reports were received and filed for the record.





Forum – Open Discussion:


Chairperson, Sonjanita Granger, opened the floor to questions and discussion.  Liz Renfrow asked if Livingston County would be receiving a Early Head Start program.  Aubrey Nehring explained that Livingston County will be considered for both Early Head Start and Head Start expansion if the need is identified.





A question was asked regarding criteria for Full Day/Full Year.  Aubrey explained that the parent must be working or going to school with no other available caregivers in order to be eligible for the Full Day/Full Year program.  Income and  the individual child’s needs are also factors that will be considered.

Gayle McLeod made a motion to adjourn.  Jennifer Hatcher seconded the motion; motion carried.  There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
