Aubrey explained how this was a continuation application.  Total grant is $8,938,796.00.  Based on our review this year and discussion, we our making no major changes from last year.  Aubrey also explained about the anticipated requirements for school bus restraints.  Lana Mays made a motion to approve the Head Start application.
